1. Underline the position sentence or sentences. How do the sentences evaluate Turkle's, Jhally's, or Postman's and Powers's deconstruction of present reality in/of the Americas? How do the sentences assess the source's main argument and evidence?
2. Is the evidence well organized? Did the author support the entire position with evidence, or does the paper need to be reorganized and/or revised so that the entire assignment is addressed? Which "pattern of organization" (Quinn and Irvings 187) is used to organize the evidence?

3. Does the author present enough evidence from each source? Where should more evidence and support be added? Review the paper instructions and make suggestions about which additional sources should be used.
4. Where are the sources s/he refers to documented well? Where are the sources introduced well? What suggestions do you have about integrating sources better?
5. Where do (or don’t) explanations and connections back to the position follow the pieces of evidence used as support? Does each paragraph of the body clearly connect to the position? (Recheck each one.)
6.  Does the conclusion suggest what the reader might have learned? Does it tell the reader about the importance of what she or he just read? Does it provide synthesis rather than repetition?
