Tips for 4 minute presentations to philanthropist**

1.  You cannot cover everything in your briefing so prepare index cards with the key points you need to say to get the listener interested in going away afterwards and reading your briefing.

2.  As an alternative to index cards, you may prepare an overhead projector sheet of the key points.  (If you come to my office before class, I can copy a single sheet -- use big, block letters -- onto an overhead projector sheet.  Also I will leave sheets and color pens in a large envelope hanging from the noticeboard to the left of my office door, W-2-143-09.)

3.  Have two copies of your draft or revised briefing ready to leave for the philanthropist and his advisor.

4.  On the day, come up when the person before you starts so you can be ready to go when it is your turn.

** Remember the reason the philanthropist contacted me was that he wants the younger generation to get engaged in formulating the evidence, arguments, and action campaigns needed to influence groups and elected bodies about how best to respond to extreme climatic events. He knew we did not have too much time left in this course, so the challenge he gave us was to prepare a pilot version of an Extreme Climatic Events Guide Book for incoming undergraduates in the fall.  This rough draft should consist of 750-1000 word “briefings” that you produce to help future students educate themselves and prepare to act to influence political groups and bodies and other people about how best to respond to extreme climatic events.   If the philanthropist is impressed by what you produce, he plans to invite applications from campuses across the country for funds to produce such Guide Books.
