I want everyone to complete the course, but my experience is that the desired learning rarely takes place during an incomplete, despite the best intentions of student and professor.  Moreover, there is no substitute for the development of teaching/learning interactions that happens in a class over the course of the semester.  So, if you haven't met 50% levels by class 12, the incomplete contract will require you to attend the course the next time it is offered.
